Cold Weather Camping


Equipment List

Gear

Sleeping Bag

Sleeping Pad (foam or self-inflating), or

blanket to put under your sleeping bag

Blanket to put over your sleeping bag

Poncho

Back pack or duffle bag, w/plastic bags

Knife, fork, spoon, cup, plate.
Flashlight with extra batteries (batteries will not last as long in cold weather)

Canteen 

Personal grooming items (toothbrush, soap, shampoo, etc.)

Towel (You must have at least one. What else will you dry off with if you get wet?)

Personal or patrol first aid kit

Compass (Optional)


Matches

Pocketknife (may carry when qualified)

Plastic bags (for dirty clothes)

Handcream and chapstick

Pens or pencils

Rope - for clothesline, etc.

Clothing

Remember - for cold weather camping, better to have too much than not enough
Underwear - at least 4 pairs

Socks - at least 4 pairs

Thermal underwear - Highly recommended
Long pants and long sleeve shirt (at least 2 each)

Lightweight coat, sweatshirt, sweater (for that layered look)

Heavy coat

Hiking boots

Hat, stocking hat etc. to protect your head and ears

Gloves - should be warm

Patrol Items - (each patrol should have these)

Leather work gloves (for handling hot pots and pans)

Newspaper or SMALL phone book (No large phone books please!)

Box of tinder and fire starting aids


Duty Roster (posted at patrol site)

Patrol Flag

Charcoal
